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Industrial Design has become in modern times a para-
mount component in product development and in en-
hancing its chances to be marketed successfully in
Israel and abroad.

The market is filled with proeducts of about the same
quality but one may find that product A sells better
than product B, in most cases because it is well
designed and answers the consumer's needs, values
and anticipations.

The industrial designer has become the main link
between the manufacturer's facilities and the con-
sumer's needs, Bearing the consumer in mind, the
designer is well acquainted with society's customs,
needs and demands. He has to understand human
limitations, agronomical as well as environmental and
sociological problems.

Industrial design, contrary to the common notion, is
not just "cosmetics” or a final touch to a product.
It is rather an integral part of product development,
dealing with varieties of subjects from material selec-
tion through performance, compatibility, safety, proper
construction and finish, conformity to physiological and
psychological needs, including originality and profit-
ability. Knowledge of these aspects of product planning
requires many years of trianing and, of course. talent.
Anyone familiar with export, particularly to developed
countries such as the US.A and Western Europe,
knows that the Israeli product has to compete with a
highly sophisticated industry, the result of many years
of a deeply rooted industrial tradition, advanced cul-
ture and ultra-modern production technology. The sub-
ject assumes extra importance these days, when lsrael
broadens her ties with the European Common Market.
This is not a well-paved road. We have to compete
with an industry that has not only a long established
tradition but is open to contemporary design and
modern trends.

It is well known that our country is not blessed with

raw materials, our energy sources are limited and
even our labour cost is not cheap. Therefore, we have
to compete with the worid by innovation, originality,
sophistication and good design. Here we have to use
our Nation's best resources — ingenuity and resource-
fulness. Then we will have to translate ideas into
reality, to develop new products and to improve the
existing ones.

The Israel Industrial Designers Association is still
young in age but since its birth in 1964 has done
considerably for the promotion of design awareness in
the industry and the public in general. Its members are
few but their involvement in industry and their effect
on product development is self-evident. When we
witness a successful lsraeli product abroad, we most
likely find out that the hand of a professional industrial
designer was involved in its conception. No wonder
that the involvement of the Association’s members has
increased our foreign currency revenues by marked
proportions.
